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Assessment of Learning

This school year, the Terra Nova standardized achievement test will be administered to our students during the week of March 09 - 13. Only students in grades 3, 4, and 5 will participate in this assessment. Increased importance is placed upon the results of these tests each year. Educational decisions regarding students’ programs are made based upon test data.  These decisions affect instructional programs and practices. 

Many parents wonder how they can assist children to improve their test performance. The best way is by providing a daily, quiet, uninterrupted study time.  During this time parents can check their children’s homework assignments. It is also an outstanding time to give kids additional practice in basic math facts, multiplication tables, or spelling. ( Don’t forget reading! Your children should read every day. Always discuss their reading with them. Check with our teachers regarding what practice activities will most benefit your child.

Child Find for Children 3 to 5
