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Parent – Teacher Conferences

We all have potential to grow, learn, and reach our highest goals.  As a team of educators and families, we can work together to help shape our future generation. November 10th  & 12th are the first Parent/Teacher Conference Days of the school year.  I know that our teachers are looking forward to the opportunity to communicate with you.  We want to continue our important partnership focused on supporting your child’s academic and social growth.  An effective parent-teacher conference is one of the best ways for you and the teacher to establish and reinforce a partnership.  Parental knowledge of your child and parental point of view are important.  The teacher’s professional viewpoint and advice are important to you.  The conference is the time for this important exchange of information to take place. Please review the following tips for effective parent – teacher conferences.

Before the conference:
· Write down things which would be helpful for the teacher to know, such as:  unusual stress at home, previous school experience that might be helpful, your child’s perceptions about school.
· Write down questions you have such as homework assignments, grading system, discipline policies, social-emotional adjustment.

During the conference:

· Assure the teacher of your support: you are meeting as partners, sharing the responsibility for your child’s education.
· If you do not understand something, immediately ask to have it explained.  
· Ask what specific activities you can do at home.  Sometimes an “action plan” needs to be worked out as a two-way communication.  Make sure it is clear who will do what, when and how you will continue to communicate.  
· Take notes so you can remember what was said.
After the conference:

· Share what happened at the conference with your child by: 

· Stressing positive points brought out by the teacher.

· Giving praise for achievement.

· Discussing the action plan on which you and the teacher agreed.

· Follow through with the “action plan” and keep in touch with the teacher.

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AAFES Horizon Pre-Payment Lunch Program
The Army and Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES) runs the school lunch program at all Department of Defense Dependents Schools (DoDDS).  AAFES will begin implementation of the Horizon “Fastlane” Point of Sale School pre-payment system at Schweinfurt Elementary School on Thursday, November 6th.  Parents can place any desired amount of money into their account and can set daily spending limits; once an account is set up, deposits can either be made at the school cafeteria (during cafeteria specified times) or at the Ledward PX - AAFES Customer Service. Each child who uses the pre-payment system will be issued a pin number.  Additional information and the application for the AAFES School Meal Auto-Payment Plan are attached. Students can continue to use tickets until they have completely used their supply of tickets. Parents can began to enroll for the program on November 5th at the Schweinfurt Ledward PX - AAFES Customer Service Counter. The service is not yet available at the Conn Shoppette. Please review the following information related to this meal plan. (Source: AAFES web-site)

What happens if someone uses my child's account? 
Student meal account numbers are unique to each student. This number should be kept confidential and should not be shared with other students. If someone other than the legitimate holder uses the number, the cash register will notify the cashier that the number has already been used for the purchase of a meal for that day. This does not include ala carte items. If this should happen, the cafeteria manager will take the necessary steps to rectify the situation. A parent may always ask for a report on their child's account. To make this request, please contact the cafeteria manager. 
 What happens to my child's money at the end of the school year? 
If your child has money left on his/her account at the end of the year, the money will be available on the first day of school the following year. Account balances, whether there is a credit or debt, follow the student from year to year. If you PCS from overseas you need to go to the main exchange customer service counter to obtain a refund.

 How do I get a refund? 
If you want a refund on your child's account, you must send a letter with your signature to the cafeteria manager or you can make this request in person at the school's cafeteria. 
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School Meal Auto-Payment Plan

· Parents who wish to participate in the Free/Reduced Lunch program need to establish their Free/Reduced eligibility before opening their Student’s Meal account. For eligibility, please contact your installation’s School Liaison Officer (SLO) for more information. 

· Families that are not eligible will participate in the student lunch program at regular price.

· Students participating in the Free/Reduced lunch program must use the Auto-Payment System.

· Once the student’s account is active, money can be added to the account at the AAFES PX cashier’s cage.  Payment(s) can be made via cash, check, or credit card.  You can also pay at your school cafeteria with cash or check (when accompanied by sponsor’s ID card). 

Accounts Options

· Meal account: This option will only allow the purchase of the daily meal.
· General account: This option allows the student to purchase the meal and a la carte items. This also includes the Meal Plus option, which is the purchase of a second entrée for $ 0.75. You can also set a daily spending limit.  No a la carte sales are allowed if there are insufficient funds available. 

· Money not claimed at the end of the year will remain in the student’s account for use during the next school year.

· Parents who decide not to open a school meal account for their children can still pay cash for their child’s meals; however, this does not apply to those who qualify for the Free/Reduced eligibility.  

· Parents who will be PCS’ing to a new duty station should close out their accounts at the Cash Cage. Any money remaining will be paid out. 

· Coupons from current school year will be accepted and used as payment.
