TERRA NOVA TESTING, grade 3-5

The Terra Nova will be given to our 3rd – 5th grade students from March 14-18.  The Terra Nova is a national test that reflects educational standards and aligns closely with our DoDEA curriculum. All DoDEA students in grades 3-11 take the Terra Nova each year.

Many family members are concerned about helping their children become “test wise,” that is, to understand and apply test-taking skills.   Please remind children of the following:

· Listen carefully to all directions. Pay attention during the sample questions. Ask for clarification if you still don’t understand.

· Much of the Terra Nova is multiple-choice. Read all answer choices before choosing your answer.

· If you are unsure of an answer, eliminate any choices you know are wrong, and then choose from those that are remaining.

· Do not spend too much time on any one question. If you skip the difficult questions, remember to come back to them and mark an answer later.
· When you are asked to write your answers, write in complete sentences and tell all you know about the question.

· If there is a story to read, check the questions first and then read the story.
