Continuous School Improvement
     Continuous School Improvement, or CSI, is an important program critical to all schools in DoDEA.  School goals are formulated based upon students’ needs determined by a triangulation of pertinent data.  At Schweinfurt Elementary our goals are:
· CSI Goal #1A:  All students will increase reading skills, which are defined as the ability to decode written language and understand its meaning, across the curriculum as measured by the selected system-wide and local assessments.
· CSI Goal #1B:  All students will increase writing skills, which are defined as the ability to relate thoughts, feelings, and information in a visual format (pictures, symbols, and scripting), across the curriculum as measured by the selected system-wide and local assessments.
· CSI Goal #2:  All students will increase their problem solving skills in math by applying logic and reasoning skill and adapting a variety of appropriate strategies to solve problems as measured by the selected system-wide and local assessments.

     On March 31, because the SES staff will be participating in CSI training.   During the in-service we will review and analyze student data, learn about on-line data gathering programs related to the new reading series, receive training on the use of interactive technology for classroom instruction, and be brought up to date on the changes and future direction of the CSI process.

       Helping Children Cope
With Japan’s Tsunami Disaster

The massive 9.0 earthquake which recently shook Japan is turning out to be one of the largest natural disasters in recent time.  Children, like many people, may become confused or frightened by the news and will look to adults for information and guidance on how to react.  Parents and school personnel can help children cope first and foremost by establishing a sense of safety and security.  

What Parents Can Do

1. Focus on your children over the next week or so.  Tell them you love them and everything will be okay.  Try and help them understand what has happened, keeping in mind their developmental level.

2. Make time to talk with your children.  Remember if you do not talk to your children about this incident someone else will.  Take some time and determine what you wish to say.

3. Stay close to your children.  Your physical presence will reassure them and give you the opportunity to monitor their reactions(s).  Many children will want actual physical contact.  Give plenty of hugs.  Let them sit close to you, and make sure to take extra time at bedtime to cuddle and reassure them that they are loved and safe.

4. Limit the amount of your child’s television viewing of these events.  If they must watch, watch with them for a brief time; then turn the set off.  Don’t sit mesmerized re-watching the same stories and footage of the unfolding events over and over again.

5. Maintain a “normal” routine.  To the extent possible stick to your family’s normal routine for dinner, homework, chores, bedtime, etc., but don’t be inflexible.  Children may have a hard time concentrating on schoolwork or falling asleep at night.  Make sure your children get appropriate sleep, exercise and nutrition.

6. Consider thinking hopeful thoughts for the victims and their families.  Children may feel better if they believe that they are somehow supporting the victims and their families. 
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
